Head Lice Prevention and Treatment

Head lice are easily transmitted and they can occur at any time in anyone’s hair, although long hair is more susceptible.  Please make sure all long hair is neatly tied back at all times.
Please check your children's hair regularly and help us to help you.  If every parent checks and treats where necessary, we have the chance to break the chain and stop any new cases occurring.
There is no need for chemical treatments.  A good, fine-toothed comb used properly every three days on wet hair with plenty of conditioner (do not rinse conditioner off until after combing) will break the life cycle of the head lice.  The comb should be wiped clean on white tissue paper after each comb through.  This enables you to see if there are any adults, babies or eggs present.  The hair should be sectioned off and each section thoroughly combed through.  It is best to use an old towel on the shoulders to prevent the wet hair becoming uncomfortable.  
The only way we can eradicate this problem is if we are all vigilant in detecting the lice and thorough when treating infected hair.
