Dear Parents and Carers

We are now into our fifth week at school and it has been a very busy start to the term. It has been delightful to see our children back in school and enjoying being back with their friends. 
As you will have heard in the news further restrictions are being placed on the Liverpool City Region (LCR). Sefton is one of the boroughs that makes up the LCR and as such is subject to all the restrictions made.

All our schools have worked extremely hard to make sure that the environment is very safe for them. You will have seen many new measures around the school grounds. We appreciate it has not been easy for everyone to adapt and we thank you all for all your efforts in supporting the schools to keep everyone, including yourselves safe. We do ask that you keep to the requests made when dropping off and picking up your children. We do urge you to wear face coverings and maintain social distancing as requested by all our schools.
